AWARDS

An impartial committee will make the awards based on such factors as academic achievement and potential, character, leadership, social awareness, career goals and financial need.  
Types of Aberdeen Scholarship Awards   
Beginning June 2026, the Aberdeen Scholarship Committee will notify finalists that they have been selected to receive a scholarship from the Aberdeen S. David Memorial Scholarship Fund.   Scholarship awards are of five (5) types:

1. One scholarship will be awarded based on scholastic achievement.
2. One scholarship will be awarded based on an average student who shows effort (a letter of recommendation from a guidance counselor or teacher must be included with this application).

3. One scholarship will be awarded to a special needs student (proof of eligibility must be provided by the applicant, child study team or a guidance counselor).

4. One scholarship will be awarded to “grandchild” of an 1199J member (must show proof of guardianship).

5. All other scholarships awarded will be drawn from the remaining applicants.
